Dr. Seun Adigun, a first-generation Nigerian raised in Chica-
go (born January 3, 1987), rose to sports stardom early on as a
multi-talented high school athlete. She then showed the world
how brightly she could shine at the London 2012 Olympic
Games, representing Team Nigeria and picking up many ac-
colades along the way on the African continent. Adigun hung
up her spikes after the 2012 London Olympic Games, but that

1sn’t where it ended for her sports career.

She bravely pursued the challenge of breaking into winter
sports and soon became the first African Bobsled driver to
qualify and lead a team from Nigeria to the Winter Olympic Games 2018 in Pyeongchang. Her
remarkable achievements captured the world audience from appearances on the Ellen DeGe-
neres show to shaking hands with the President of the Federal

Republic of Nigeria..

Dr. Adigun has achieved the following academic accomplishments: Bachelor of Science in Kine-
siology (University of Houston, 2009), Master of Education in Physical Education (University
of Houston, 2011), Master of Science in Exercise and Health Sciences (University of Houston,
Clear Lake 2017), Bachelor of Science in Human Biology (Texas Chiropractic College, 2017),
Doctorate of Chiropractic (Texas Chiropractic College. And she has achieved the following

Leah Mastaglio is currently the Assistant General Manager at
NRG Park. Leah’s day-to-day responsibilities included over-
seeing the Event and Guest Services, Operations, Mainte-
nance, Engineering, Technical Services, Parking and Security
departments and has over 15+ years of tradeshow, events and

facility management experience.

Among being responsible for event and facility operations for
400 + events a year at NRG Park, Leah Mastaglio is also in-
volved with NCAA Division I Men’s Basketball Championship
and the NFL Super Bowl Team. For 8 years Leah has assisted
with the NCAA Men’s Basketball Championship.

Leah has served on the Houston Mayor’s Office Commission for People with Disabilities for
four years. She is a member of International Association of Venue Managers, WISE Women in
Sports and Events, and has also completed a two-year study of the International Association of
Venue Managers’, Venue Management School.

During her time at NRG Park, Leah was involved in the emergency response effort for Hur-
ricane Katrina and Hurricane Harvey. Most recently in 2017, Leah’s home was affected by

Hurricane Harvey, after her family was evacuated and safe, she led the facility team at NRG

Park to set up a shelter for neighbors who were displaced by Hurricane Harvey.
